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THREE DONORS  
 
My first exposure to the transplant process was when my hearing-impaired husband, Frank, 
was diagnosed with cornea disease in both eyes about 40 years ago.  His mother was told that 
he would go blind in 15-20 years.  Cornea transplantation was in its infancy then.  For a deaf 
person, their eyes mean everything.  We were very blessed that his surgeon in Gainesville 
was one of the doctors that helped develop the protocol for this procedure.  Both of his 
cornea transplants were very successful and he has never had any problems   We never knew 
who the two donor families were, but are thankful for them everyday.   
 
Time goes by and all is well until I was diagnosed in 1990 with Focal Segmental 
Glomerulosclerosis (FSGS), which is a disease that scars or hardens the tiny blood vessels 
within the kidneys.  It also enlarges the kidney filters so they leak protein and red blood cells.  
I was in shock, as I had no outward symptoms, just high protein leakage that showed up in a 
routine exam.  I was fortunate that I had the slow-developing form of the disease and did not 
start showing any significant symptoms until mid 2003.   
 
My nephroligist and I did not discuss transplantation until my kidney function was somewhat 
close to the range for testing.  He told me that the wait time at Shands Jacksonville was about 
3 years for my blood type, and that I probably could go another 8-9 months before starting 
dialysis.  My main focus was staving off dialysis as long as possible.  I was not experiencing 
any severe symptoms and began working on controlling the potassium, phosphorus and 
sodium through diet.  I must say that following this diet was quite hard.  Now when I become 
frustrated that I cannot lose weight easily, I reflect on how difficult it could be if I had not 
received a transplant.     
 
My husband worked for Merrill Lynch and in late summer 2003 they were having a health 
fair.  He was part of their disability network and they had asked for names of organizations 
for their health fair.  I asked him to submit the TRIO organization for consideration.  During 
the health fair, I visited the TRIO table with my husband during lunch and started talking to 
Allen Moore, an active TRIO member.  He strongly suggested that I contact Mayo Clinic.  I 



resisted as I knew that my company no longer had a contract with Mayo.  He kept urging me 
to contact them anyway.  After about a month of thinking about it, I did call them.  To my 
surprise, my company did have a contract at Mayo for transplants and my numbers were in 
the acceptable range.  The wait time at Mayo was approx. 1-1/2 years.  I was ecstatic!   
 
I had not shared my health situation with my management, so I waited a few weeks to get my 
emotions under control and think out my plan.  We wanted to wait on the testing until after 
the holidays and also take vacation Thanksgiving weekend.  I set up my testing for the first 
week in January 2004.  While on vacation in San Francisco, I had a serious leg fracture that 
was my fault and could have been avoided.   I had to call Mayo and cancel my testing until 
after surgery and physical therapy.  My spirits were very low at that point. 
 
While I was in the hospital after leg surgery, I contacted an old friend that was my maid of 
honor some 19 years ago.  During that hospital visit, she asked me what she could do to help 
with the transplant situation.  She was certified in home health care and previously had a very 
sick dialysis patient, so she wanted me to avoid dialysis if at all possible.  I asked if she could 
come and take notes when I met with the doctors.  We had an interpreter for my husband and 
a note taker for me.  In March 2004, I started the testing.  My friend attended meetings with 
the doctors and social worker.   
 
In reading back over her notes, my friend kept going back to the half-life comparison 
between a living donor vs. cadaver donor.  I was put on the transplant list in April 2004.  My 
friend kept asking me if I had any potential donors come forward.  I kept telling her no, not 
yet.  I did not have any family members that were healthy enough or that would volunteer.  
My husband has high blood pressure and Mayo would not accept him as a candidate for 
testing.  I had to depend on non-family donors.   
 
My friend talked with her husband and after much prayer, contacted Mayo for testing without 
my knowledge.  By mistake, Mayo tested her beyond the initial blood test and found that she 
was a match.  A few weeks later, she called and asked if I wanted to go lunch.  She told me, 
“I have done something and I need to let you know about it.”   She shared that she was tested 
and was a match and wanted me to think about it and let her know what I wanted to do.  I 
was speechless. I knew she had grown children and couldn’t believe she would offer her 
kidney to me.   
 
I had my transplant in Sept 2004 to accommodate my donor’s schedule.  It went very well 
and I must say that the transplant surgery was nothing compared to physical therapy for my 
fractured leg.   
 
My husband and I will never forget the three donor families that have given us our quality of 
life.  My husband has vision and I have the opportunity to lead a normal life.  We have been 
very blessed!

•Colds Hate Positive People 

Dread colds? Then be a Little Miss Sunshine.  
 
That's the word from researchers who tested the emotional outlook and immune-system capabilities 
of a group of adults. Cold viruses had a harder time taking hold in the people who had mostly positive 
things to say. Not only that, but if they did get sick, they . . . 

 
Apparently, emotions play a role in immunity. Positive thoughts not only help you steer clear of colds 
but also might make your colds milder if you do get sick. Good reasons to look on the bright side and 
to get help if you habitually feel negative, anxious, or depressed.  
 
Of course, thinking warm, fuzzy thoughts doesn't replace good ol' cold-killing facts. So follow these 
sniffle-stopping tips as well:  

• Wash your hands frequently, especially if you spend time with someone who is sick. And keep 
hand towels separate to minimize the spread of germs. 

• Avoid spending time with people who are newly sick; they are most infectious during the first few 
days of illness. 

• Eat foods high in vitamin C -- oranges, strawberries, and red bell peppers are good choices. Better 
yet, get a big boost of vitamin C with a supplement. 

• Avoid touching your nose, mouth, or eyes. 
• Get plenty of rest. 
 
Of course, you can help other people stay healthy, too, by washing your hands after you blow your 
nose and covering your mouth with a tissue or the inner crook of your elbow when you sneeze. 
Because let's face it, what goes around comes around -- sooner or later. 
  
 



•Be Bread-Wise 

Bread. The staff of life. A dietary staple. That essential sandwich ingredient and predinner 
munchie.  
 
But if you're counting calories, you're probably cutting back. And there's another reason to 
do so. A recent Italian study showed a significant link between high bread consumption and 
renal cell cancer. So nibble on fresh veggies instead of bread before your meal. Raw or 
cooked, vegetables appear to be protective against renal cancer.  
  
 
Smoking and being overweight are known risk factors for renal cell carcinoma -- the most 
common type of kidney cancer. A large study comparing people with renal cancer to cancer-
free men and women confirms earlier reports that diet may play a role, too.  
 
The researchers analyzed the diets of people diagnosed with renal cancer and compared 
them to the diets of people who didn't have the disease. Those who ate the most bread had 
a significantly higher risk of renal cancer than the people who ate the least of this food. 
Researchers suspect it may have something to do with the glycemic index of bread and its 
subsequent impact on insulin-like growth factors.  
 
On the other hand, when it came to protection against cancer, veggies appeared to be the 
stars of the study. Scientists say the vitamins and antioxidants in vegetables may be 
responsible, although exactly which micronutrients are most beneficial is still unknown. So 
get all those anticancer carotenoids, flavonoids, and phytosterols by eating veggies in all 
colors, shapes, and sizes.  
 
Of course, if you smoke, stop; and if you're overweight, take steps to lose those extra 
pounds.
